
 On Sunday, June 19 Bob Milne 
played ragtime and boogie woogie 
on Blind Booneôs piano in the Mont-
miny Gallery. It was a world-class 

event for several reasons. The piano is a one-and –o 
 
nly in the world and the guests of honor were 

Bill Crawford and Lucille Salerno—who had ma-
jor roles in preserving the piano and bringing it 
home to Columbia.  Moreover, Milne, who lives 
in Lapeer, Michigan, is the worldôs premier player 
of ragtime, and had earlier inaugurated the pianoôs 
resettlement to Booneôs home town.   
    This show was as good as it gets, celebrated 

by a packed house and at the end, a standing ova-
tion.  Impresario Bill Clark once again staged a seri-
ously good program. Starting the show was nine-
year-old Andrew Wilbur playing four lively num-
bers. Milne peppered his piano pieces with enter-
taining stories about the historical origin of the 
songs. He even sang a few old favorites. On several 
pieces he gave the 2,000-pound instrument a real 
test, as legend says Boone used to do. Milne, who 
plays by ear, seemingly knows every ragtime tune 
and hundreds of gospel and early American melo-
dies to boot. He would begin one of these favorites 
in a rather familiar cadence and then launch into a 
breath-taking rendition that made us imagine how 
Boone would have played it. 
    Be sure to see the coming shows, including pia-

nist Anthony Hernandez on Monday, July 18. He is 
followed by the musical Keithahn family on Monday, 
September 12.  The talented and 
charming Keithahnôs will be fea-
tured in the first act and local 
pianist Carrie Conklin will star 
in the second act.  Sutu Fort® 
and Nashvilleôs Jake Clayton 
will appear together 
on December 5 and 6.  Have you 
ever heard Sutu and Jake? If 
not, donôt miss that óCountry 
Holiday Showô!  And, if so, how 
can you resist a repeat?  Clayton 
is Nashvilleôs ñLord of the 
Strings.ò Forte is the ñQueenò of 
everything she surveys. The two 
are dynamite together. Call 573-

On that day, BCHS will be 
hosting the Second Annual Boone County Stables Tour, which will fea-
ture six of the wonderfully diverse stables here in Boone County.  The 
Stables Tour Committee, comprised of Judy Wood, Hattie Francis, Deb-
bie Thomas, Wilson Beckett, Ted Webber, Ann Cleek, Lissa Gaw-
Orscheln, Mary Lee Gentry, Chris Campbell and Janet Thompson, 
is working to produce a world-class event at these six spectacular venues 
in a relaxed, fun-filled setting.  Featured in the Tour will be Stephens 
College Equestrian Center, with its historical site designation; High 
Spirits Farm, home to world and national champion American Saddle-
breds and Hackney ponies, and the site of the original Tom Bass home; 
Glendale Stables, a training and instruction facility on one of Boone 
County's Century Farms; Jim Dudley Quarter Horses, a facility that 
draws individuals from around the world to study the art and science of 
developing reining horse; Fox Run Stables, a boarding stable for dres-
sage, eventing, and jumping enthusiasts, and Brenda Benner Stables,  
with its training and riding instruction offerings in saddle, stock and 
hunt seat disciplines, combined with a "horse nursery" featuring lots of 
beautiful American Saddlebred babies.  
    At each stable, visitors will be treated to distinct aspects of the horse 
industry, from pleasure riding, to riding lessons, to performance horses 
and riders on the local, regional and national levels. Distinct from the

¶ Central Bank of Boone County has confirmed 
its participation as the Presenting Sponsor (Platinum) 
of the 2016 Hall of Fame Induction Ceremony once 
again.  President Joe Henderson delivered the sponsor-
ship check personally.  The staff, the Endowment 
Trust Board and the BCHS Board of Directors are all 
immensely grateful for this extraordinary and ongoing 
support from our friends at Central Bank of Boone 
County.    

¶ The Fred V. and Dorothy H. Heinkel Family 
Charitable Foundation has granted the Society  
funds to purchase six desperately needed computers.  
This is an incredibly important contribution.  The 
staffôs computers are 7 years old and the software and 
hardware components are no longer reliable or safe. 
The grant funds will allow us to purchase 2016 Win-
dows 10 desktops and laptops for use throughout the 
building. (So long 2009 Windows 7 desktops!) 

¶ Member Mike Lynch has been busy.  He has gen-
erously donated his time and skill to a wall repair in 
the Directorôs office, as well as installing new LED 
lamps and electrical conduit in the vaults.  Thanks to 
Mike, several of the vaults have much improved light-
ing – something the Museum Committee is very thank-
ful for.    

¶ A new credit card processing machine from 
Landmark Bank has come to the front desk in the Mu-
seum Store.  Long overdue, the new chip technology 
processes all swipes in the same manner, no matter 
whether debit or credit cards.  No pin entry is neces-
sary and no signature is required for purchases under 
$50.  Furthermore, the fees associated with the new 
machine are much less than the Society expensed over 
the last several years with leased equipment from a 
third party. Annual savings are estimated to be approx-
imately $1,000.  The staff asks that all front desk do-
cents see Office Manager Mary Lee Gentry about the 
very simple training needed to use the new machine at 
the time of their next assignment.  

¶ The Travel Channelôs television program Myster-
ies at the Museum recently visited the Walters-Boone 
County Historical Museum!  The production team 

spent Sunday, July 3, videotaping our grounds, our 
exhibits and, very specifically, our artifacts relating to 
Korla Pandit.  You may remember that BCHS 
sponsored a documentary about this famed Columbian 
last autumn at Ragtag Cinema.  More information on 
the TV showôs visit here and a future broadcast date 
will be found in future News & Notes editions. We are 
thrilled that our museum will soon be receiving nation-
al recognition on this cable television program – a pro-
gram that celebrates the treasures that can be found in 
our nationôs thousands of museums.  

¶ On June 11 city-contracted crews began excava-
tion and laying gravel to form the bed of the new, ex-
tended parking lot. Itôs rewarding to finally see pro-
gress on this terrific park improvement made possible 

both by the Columbia voters who passed the 1/8 cent 
parks sales tax renewal last November and the Cosmo-
politan Luncheon Club in Columbia.  The óCosmosô  
pledged $125,000 to create a new family shelter, 
Nifong Parkôs first playground and this 72-car parking 
lot expansion which will be attached to our existing 
lot.  Our  sincere gratitude goes to the Columbia Parks 
and Recreation Department and the Cosmos!   

*    This year's Heritage Festival is September 17 
and 18 and the Museum Committee is looking for 
handmade items to sell at the veranda tables.  If 
you have something handmade to donate, please

The Montminy is a welcome home to all types of art 
mediums and all stripes of artists.  It is not what those 
less familiar with it often predict or think it is - a place 
for óhistorically-themedô art relating to Boone County.  
It is instead a gallery that celebrates art just for artôs 
sake.  It is with that in mind, that the Montminy is proud 
to introduce a Columbia photographer who sees people, 
places and things in a unique and unexpected manner.  
Jon Luvelli will tell you on first introduction that he 

is a óstreet photographerô.  What you discover as you 
get acquainted with Jon is that he doesnôt like to be 
boxed in.  Just like many of his subjects, he refuses to be 
conforming or labeled as just another portrait or land-
scape photographer.  His work varies from pastoral, ru-
ral landscapes found here in Boone County – his home 
turf – to the back alleys of Columbiaôs downtown be-
tween midnight and 6am.  Every image is composed in 
black and white.  
His portraits depict a slice of Columbia we donôt of-

ten see – if ever.  Thus, the exhibit title, Unseen Colum-
bia.  The faces are those of rebels, misfits, mavericks, 
tramps, hobos and runaways.  Most of them are not par-
ticularly ready nor are they seeking a portrait photo-
graph.  Luvelli captures candid moments and honest 
profiles in such a way that the result is both illuminating 
and beautiful.  Perhaps not beautiful in the typical use of 
the that word, but beautiful in both composition and the 
way he captures a moment of gritty reality.  Indeed, 
charming, mid-size Midwestern college towns are not 
always what they seem to be on their surface.  
I invite you to come see Luvelliôs unique talent for

From our bylaws:  
ñThe chairpersons of Standing Committees are appoint-
ed by the President with the advice and consent of the 
Board of Directors. Committee chairs report to the 
President and Executive Director. All Standing Commit-
tees must operate within established policies and budg-
etary guidelines and are subject to oversight by the Ex-
ecutive Committee and Executive Director. Additional 
committees may be appointed by the Society president. 
Duties of Standing Committees are as follows: 
 Development Committee: Recruitment of Society 
members, fund raising strategies and policies, public 
relations strategies and policies and long term financial 
planning.  
Collections (Acquisitions) Committee: Accessions, cat-
alogs, stores and preserves Museum artifacts.  
Maplewood Committee: Responsible for planning 
events, organizing fundraising, restoration and mainte-
nance of the interior of the house and property.  
Historic Sites Committee: Selects , researches and rec-
ommends the recognition of historic sites in Boone 
County and places a plaque at the site.  
Boone (Village) Junction Committee: Responsible for 
planning events, organizing fundraising, building resto-
ration and maintenance of the buildings...  
Education Committee: Gathers and creates material 
regarding the Societyôs collections and venues for Soci-
ety and outreach programs.  
Building and Grounds Committee: Concerns itself 
with the condition of the physical assets of the Society, 
reviewing and developing a planned maintenance pro-
gram and making repairs as needed.ò
