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Ragtime! ï also spelled rag-time or rag time ï is 
a musical genre that enjoyed its peak popularity be-
tween 1895 and 1918. Its cardinal trait is its synco-
pated, or "ragged", rhythm.

Please put Sunday, June 19 on your personal 

schedule! Hereôs why!  
A decade ago the John William ñBlindò Boone 

piano had fallen into such disrepair that it had be-
come almost unplayable. 
Built in 1891 by the Chickering Piano Compa-

ny to withstand the physical playing of Colum-
biaôs Boone, it had a checkered history after 
Booneôs death in 1927, becoming the property of 
the Boone County Historical Society some 40 
years ago when no one else wanted it. 
Bill Crawford, long a leader in the Boone 

County Historical 
Society, enjoyed 
its presence in the 
Maplewood 
House, eventually 
moving it into the 
current museum 
and gallery where 
it was played less 
and less as the 
years rolled by, 
slowly falling into 
disrepair once 
again.  
Early in the 21st Century, Lucille Salerno, a 

ragtime music 
aficionado, be-
came involved in 
the restoration of 
Booneôs home on 
North Fourth St. 
and, in so doing, 
in the restoration 
of Booneôs piano. 
The restoration would be expensive, so she 

came up with a plan ï have a fundraiser, using the 
piano itself to raise funds to cover the restoration. 
The late Frank Hennessy contracted to do the job. 
Crawford acted as the project manager and Lucille 
brought in ñRagtime Queenò MiMi Blais from 
Montreal to tackle the old piano, such as it was.  

 A private concert sponsored by 
Nancy and Bob Martin prior to 
the public concert guaranteed the 
$7,000 necessary for Hennessy to 
complete the project. 
 It took a year, but in 2007, the 
Boone Piano had been totally re-
built and ready for dedication. 
 Bob Milne, a world-renowned 
pianist who takes ragtime to a 
different level, came from Michi-

gan to play the first concert on the piano ï a tribute 
to both Lucille and Bill and to Frank Hennessy, who 
had spent far more than the $7,000 in time and parts to 
complete his task. 
As the first decade of the new century was com-

ing to a close, the piano once 
again needed serious attention. 
Now approaching the century 
mark in age, Bill produced a 
gift of $25,000 to ensure the 
future of the piano and the cur-
rent concert series which 
draws the best pianists from 
mid-America to pay homage to 
Boone and his piano. 
I am pleased to have added 

the June 19 appearance of Bob 
Milne - a seventh and special 
bonus concert to the 2016 
schedule  -  to honor Lucille 
Salerno and Bill Crawford for 
what they have done to keep 
the legacy of Boone alive and  his 125-year-old piano a 
centerpiece in our community. 
    In  addition to Milne, the concert will once again 
showcase a promising young Boone County pianist. 
This time nine-year-old Andrew Wilbur will be fea-
tured. His sister, Evelyn preceded him at last yearôs 
second concert. Prepare to be impressed! 
The concert is set for 2 p.m., Sunday, June 19 in 

the Montminy Gallery. Tickets are $20 and availa-
ble at 573-443-8936 or at BooneHistory.org. Early 
ticket sales have been brisk. 
A  gift suggestion.  June 19th is Fatherôs Day.

marched in the movement.   
We are also proud to announce a coming exhibit 

titled, Boone County Childhood.  It is in the planning 
stages and it will occupy the West Gallery beginning 
in late October after this yearôs Hall of Fame Induc-
tion Ceremony.

The 
exhibition of multiple disci-
plines by landscape and 
plein air artist M. Shawn 
Cornell is a first for Colum-
bia.  The St. Louis artist has 
shown his work in major re-
gional galleries throughout 
the Midwest, including the 
Albrecht-Kemper Muse-
um of Art in St. Joseph.  
Cornell starts and finishes 

every one of his oil paintings 
outdoors - there is absolutely 
no indoor touch up. He be-
lieves in fully honoring the 
historical tradition of paint-
ing directly from life.  His 
subjects vary from water falls 
to snowy meadows.  The art-
works are all magnificently 
framed and are priced from 
as little as $165 for the mon-
otypes and $350 for the 
smaller oils.  
Gallery visitors over the 

first five weeks of Shawnôs 
exhibit have been particular-

ly taken with his pottery 
forms.  Because they are 
so modestly priced, itôs 
not surprisingly that sev-
eral of them have already 
been purchased.  Most 
range in price from $50 
to $220 and his pottery 
includes tall, tapered vas-
es with rounded shoul-
ders and short, wide 
mouthed bulbous pots.  
As in his plein air paint-
ings, nature plays a large 
role in his inspiration for 
the decoration of the pot-
tery. Dragonflies, fish, lily 
pads, trees, wildflowers 
and pastoral landscapes 
are subjects that find 
their way onto the surface 
of his vases and pots. 
Some decorations are 
carved, some are painted 
with traditional brushes, 
while others incorporate a 
wax resist method.  
Art lovers throughout the 
community should make a 
point of coming to see the 
work of this never-before-
exhibited artist in Colum-
bia.
