All ornaments are on display in the Museum Store case near the lounge 

area.

The City of Columbiaôs 1/8 cent Park Sales Tax 

was renewed with 70% of voters approving of the 

measure.  This is great news for BCHS!  It means that 

the $125,000 gift to the Cityôs Parks and Recreation 

Department by the Cosmopolitan Luncheon Club can 

be accepted.   

The gift is a matching gift to ensure that Nifong 

Park receives a new family shelter, playground and 72 

additional parking spaces near the Walters-Boone 

County Historical Museum.  The Board of Directors 

and Staff have been informed that the planning and 

construction of those elements of the new ñCosmos 

Cornerò will occur in the first year of the six year plan. 

 

Carolyn Collings of the Local Records Office in 

the Missouri State Archives and Shelly Croteau Assis-

tant State Archivist are both engaging in an important 

inventory assignment in the Museumôs manuscript and 

original records vaults.   

Through a partnership with the Missouri State Ar-

chives Local Records Office and with the assistance of 

Director John Korasick, the dozens of original Boone 

County bound volumes of court records are being 

carefully reviewed and recorded.   

BCHS possesses original court records, written in 

long-hand, dating back to the 1820s and through the 

1900s that detail criminal proceedings, tax assess-

ments, health records, sheriffôs documents and more.   

Due to existing limitations in space, staffing and 

document management, most of these records are only 

available to professional researchers.  Ensuring digital 

copies and more accessibility to the collections most 

vulnerable documents are among long-term goals.  

 

The Annual Gift mailing has been sent out to the 

membership with a sincere holiday greeting enclosed. 

The staff, the Board of Directors and the editors all 

urge our readers to consider giving generously when 

you receive your holiday solicitation for an Annual 

Gift.

Al donates his work to the Museum Store and all of 

the proceeds go directly to support BCHS.
