What Does Art Do? 

Montminy Exhibit closes

Misinformation, lies, deceit and spin have been around since man began communi-
cating.  So, while the term, óFake Newsô, seems to have come out of nowhere in the last 
three years, it has in fact been around in some iteration for a very long time. 

Some use the term to describe a Facebook phenomenon, others claim it to be a truism 
of journalism in general, and yet others utilize it as an indignant smear against those 
sources of news that print or broadcast information that is disliked or not helpful to their 
cause.  

In the 17th century, both newspapers and coffee houses were new concepts.  Mer-
chants and professionals flocked to the new coffee houses in England, where newspapers 
could be found and political discussion was lively.  At some point, the newspapers were 

finding their stories at the coffee houses.  
    Englandôs Charles II was not amused. In 1675 he issued a 
ñproclamation for the suppression of coffee housesò because ñdivers 
(a variety of) false, malicious and scandalous reports are devised and 
spread abroadò. Fortunately, Charles II didnôt get to set a trend. Sev-
eral of his coffee-loving peers talked him into reversing the ban be-
fore it went into effect. 
    In mid-July the History & Culture Center will 
mount a new history exhibit, titled, The History 
of Fake News – and The Importance of the Uni-
versity of Missouriôs School of Journalism. The 
exhibit will attempt to explore the long history 
of fakery, hoaxes, misinformation, propaganda, 

unverified rumor, innuendo and just poor reporting, and hopes to 
illuminate what citizens should know about the term and its use, as 
they continue to navigate a media universe where much of the news 
is delivered online, without verification, and often with an agenda.  

This exhibit also highlights the importance of the University of 
Missouri and its first-in-the-world Journalism School.  There isnôt a 
more perfect community in the United States to look back at the 
beginnings of the Journalistô Creed, how it came to be a near uni-
versal mantra in the profession of journalism, and how we can make use of it today as we 
try to ascertain the truthfulness of the information we receive, and the integrity of those 
who create and deliver that information. 

It is not by accident that we have chosen this mid-term election year to highlight a 
topic that is in our everyday life and is entirely relevant to our own communityôs history 
(the exhibit will include the story of the Columbia newspaper ransacked, and its editor 
charged and convicted in 1863 for printing news not helpful to the Union cause).  Also 
notable is the fact that Fake News, as a term and a very real thing, is antithetical to the 
110 years of teaching at the famed University of Missouri School of Journalism.  

I hope the exhibit will be both illuminating and educational.  I am deeply thankful to 
recently retired University of Missouri School of Journalism associate professor and 
BCHS volunteer, Clyde Bentley, to Suzette Heiman of the School of Journalism, and to 
former Executive Director of the Missouri Press Association, Doug Crews.  All three 
individuals are responsible for either researching, loaning items or constructing the ex-
hibit.

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Whatôs happening at the 
History and Culture Center

Meet the Author on July 21 
 

 The June Meet the Author was one to remem-
ber.  Fifty people attended the presentation by the 
Director of the MU Creative Writing Program, Dr. 
Anand Prahlad.  
     His memoir, The Secret Life of a Black Aspie, 
was just a portion of his discussion, as both he and 
the audience wanted to converse on the wider 
themes of what it is to grow up on the Autism 
spectrum, and moreover, how to navigate adult-
hood and a professional career when your mind 

works differently than nearly everyone around you.  It was definitely one 
of the more fascinating Meet the Author events in recent memory. 

 On the 21st of this month it will be a 
treat to welcome local historian David A. 
James, the creator of Show Me Cards.  For 
many years James was a collaborator with 
Warren Dalton on feature columns in the 
Columbia Daily Tribune that highlighted 
Columbiaôs history.  

Like many of us, David has always been 
fascinated by the widely available 1869 
panoramic map of Columbia, created by the 
artist, Albert Ruger.  Learning more about 
Rugerôs life and artistry became something 
of a mission for David, and the result is a 
new book, A Birdôs Eye View of Columbia, 
Circa 1869.  James zooms in on dozens of 
individual buildings and lots in Rugerôs 
map and compares them to what photographs of those buildings are availa-
ble to us today.  Through the magnifying glass and coupled with Jamesô 
wonderfully researched history notes, the map reveals delightful discover-
ies.

The Genealogical Society of Boone County and 

Central Missouri met for the annual picnic on June 5, 
2018, at the picnic shelter overlooking the lake at 
Nifong Park this year.  The change of venue was a 
mutual convenience; the veranda at the Boone Coun-
ty History and Culture Center was engaged with an-
other group and the picnic shelter has been a new 
addition to the park that our group had not visit-
ed.  The time was opportune.  The turnout was light, 
but the food was fantastic!  President Belinda Luke 
held a brief meeting and a reminder was issued--
there are still a few flowers available for purchase in 
the society's library.  

We donôt meet in August but encourage our mem-
bers to attend the Missouri State Genealogical Asso-
ciation (MoSGA) conference August 10-11. Several 
GSCM members are members of the conference 
committee, and we are fortunate to have the confer-
ence located in Columbia. For more information or 
to register, go to www.mosga.org. 

We meet the first Tuesday each month, except 
August, at 7:00 p.m. at the Boone Electric Building 
at 1413 Rangeline Street, Columbia. We operate the 
Wilson-Wulff Genealogical and History Library in 
the Boone County History & Culture Center. Mem-
bership benefits include meeting people with shared 
interests, research trips, monthly programs, quarterly 
journal, and a newsletter.

From 2015 through 2017, BCHS sponsored a new 
event—the Boone County Stables Tour. The Stables 
Tour had several purposes. First, through sponsorships 
and ticket sales, it was a fundraiser for BCHS, to supple-
ment the general operating fund and ongoing needs of 
the organization. Second, it helped to sustain BCHSôs 
educational mission, to highlight the generations-deep 
history of the horse in Boone County. Third, it intro-
duced community members to many of the horse stables 
across the county, showcasing their economic impact 
upon the community and facilitating connections for rid-
ing lessons for adults and children alike. While the Sta-
bles Tour met those goals, in each of the three years, the 
refrain volunteers heard from guests was ñmay my child 
ride?ò And, since many of the volunteers had asked that 
question themselves over the years, it resonated with all 
of them. 

For that reason, this year we are taking the opportuni-
ty to create an event that meets our earlier stated goals 
AND satisfies the desire of practically every child on 
earth-to RIDE a horse!! For that reason, on October 13, 
2018, at the Trowbridge Livestock Center on the Uni-
versity of Missouri campus, we will join with various 
local horse stables to host an event called ñA Time to 
Ride.ò The model for this event was created by the 
American Horse Council and the model has been used to 
great success throughout the country. At the National 
Equestrian Center in Lake St. Louis, for example, over 
300 rides were logged at an A Time to Ride event on 
one bright and breezy Saturday late last September. 

By utilizing social and other media, we will invite 
children (and even adults!) to sign up in advance for par-
ticular times on October 13th for a ride on a lesson horse 
owned and managed by one of the local riding stables, 
many of which have been venues for the BCHS Stables 
Tour. They will be mounted on a horse, and led at the 
walk by a member of that stablesô team, around the 
Trowbridge indoor arena. Guests will also be given the 
opportunity to receive information from all participating 
stables, as well as from local 4-H Clubs that have an 
equestrian component. We will have photo opportunities 
for our guests in the stabling area of the Trowbridge 
Center as well. We have also invited the University of 
Missouri Vet School to open their doors for visitors that 
day, so that our guests can also be exposed to the inner 
workings of the Vet School. 

Local businesses are invited to become presenting 
sponsors for this event, thereby helping BCHS to contin-
ue its good work and helping to make that first connec-
tion between a child and a horse.

The early art of letter writing was somewhat different 
from the present day manner of correspondence accord-
ing to Mrs. W. K. Freudenberger of Columbia, who has 
several letters in her possession which were written by 

One of these letters was written in 1811 to his son 
Benjamin N. Watson who lived at Midway during that 
period and deals mostly with things of interest concern-
ing the material state of his children and grandchildren in 
Boone County at that time. It also reveals the fact that no 
envelope or stamps were used in those days. The writing 
was done on the inside of foolscap paper with the outside 
sheet left blank. It was folded twice and then sealed with 
wax and the address written upon it. On the side opposite 
the address the only writing that appeared was the name 
of the post office from which the letter was sent and the 
date. The postage was 25 cents at that time and was indi-
cated in figures in the upper right hand corner of the side 
addressed.  The recipient always paid the postage when 
the letter arrived. 

Another letter which was written three years later 
read: ñTimes in our country are very hard. Money is very 
scarce and óperduceô is high. Corn is $3 a barrel, flour 
$4.50 per barrel, bacon 10 cents a pound, oats 45 cents 
per bushel, and as to politicks they are running very high. 
One man shot another in Congress in the leg not long 
since.  I am rather doubtful there will be worse times soon 
than there was in the old Revolutionary War.ò 

This letter which was written just before the Civil 
War, revealed much concerning the condition of that part 
of the country during the pre-war days. A footnote which 
was added to this letter included the names and ages of 
the grandchildren of the writer who lived in Boone Coun-
ty. These names were those of the children of his two 
daughters, Margaret and Nancy Norris, who are residents 
of this county now. 

With the records found in these two letters was also an 
account of the death and burial of the wife of Walter 
Watson, written by James Watson of Virginia to his 
brother Benjamin Watson in Boone County.  It reads: 
ñShe went to bed on the night of the 27th of December as 
well as common and awoke about midnight with a vio-
lent pain in her chest which continued to get worse until 
Sunday about 11 oôclock. She died precisely three days 
and three nights from the time she was taken sick. Next 
day her coffin was made.  They got it ready about sun-
down and put her in it and placed it in the middle of the 
house. We all took our seats while her sermon was 
preached by the Reverend Mr. Cleveland, the Baptist 
preacher.  His text was óBe ye ready for in such an hour 
as ye think not the son of man cometh.ô Then we laid her 
in her grave and filled it up. It was smartly in the night 
and remarkably cold with a stout snow on the ground. It 
was a very hard trial for us all and particularly our aged 
father and to this day we cannot mention it in his pres-
ence without he sheds tears.ò

As Rudi Keller has pointed out, this community 
wasnôt created overnight, by someone waving a 
magic wand and saying ñPOOF! Community!!ò To 
similar effect, the celebration of the creation of this 
community wonôt occur overnight and certainly, the 
PLANNING for the celebration wonôt either. 

Boone County was ñbornò in 1820, several 
months and a calendar year before Columbia and 
even the State of Missouri, both of which will cele-
brate their bicentennial in 2021. Boone Countyôs 
ñbirth motherò was Howard County, which also 
spawned many other counties in the center of the State. 

To commemorate that birthday, my colleagues on 
the Boone County Commission authorized me to put 
together a working group to begin the planning; to 
reach out to other organizations and individuals with 
specific knowledge and interests in various areas 
that will be important parts of the celebrations, and 
to serve as contact points for the community moving 
forward. The ultimate goals for the efforts will in-
clude educating our community about who we were, 
how and why we came to be here, and how our his-
tory has informed who we are today. In that process, 
we hope to build a sense of community across our 
county, and to have lots of opportunities for fun. 

We will be working closely with the City of Co-
lumbia Bicentennial commission (of which BCHS 
Executive Director Chris Campbell is a member) 
throughout this process, so that we utilize our re-
sources wisely and donôt re-create any wheels. But, 

the canvas upon which the county group will be creating 
a picture of Boone County is larger than merely Colum-
bia (the County seat), and thus will include people, 
events, and issues from across the county—Hallsville, 
Ashland, Centralia, Pierpont, Sturgeon, Harrisburg, 
Rocheport, Cooperôs Landing, Wilton and on and on 
and on. 

One of our first actions will be the creation of a com-
munity calendar, which will feature events from across 
the county to which the public is invited and for which 
there is some historical significance. We will ensure that 
the calendar is linked to the BCHS website so that you 
can easily access it and thus not miss ANYTHING go-
ing on!! 

We are excited to celebrate this BIG birthday and 
hope you will take part as a guest, as a volunteer, as a 
presenter, as an organizer, as a sponsor. The Commis-
