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When Susan Croce Kelly, the foremost ex-
pert on all things Route 66, developed a case of 
bronchitis just prior to her scheduled Septem-
ber Meet the Author appearance, an urgent call 
went out for a replacement. Kellyôs session was 
to be the inaugural in a new partnership with 
Barnes & Noble for producing the series, so the 
search was not a difficult one. 
    Columbia author and former MU theatre 

professor, Stephen M. Archer stepped in to re-
view his new book, I, Clodhopper, An Agrarian 
Getaway. With his wit and wisdom about 
growing up in rural Missouri. He verified the 
many reviews of his humorous writing. 
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Whatôs Happening at the 
History and Culture Center? 

I, CLODHOPPER!  Stephen M. Archer 

with its title: ñis not particularly a comfort / nor an anxiety / most of the 
time,ò the first lines read. Those lines are moving, though most readers 
will have experienced something of their substance before. 
The poem ends, however, in a mild-mannered manôs version of a mur-

der fantasy, the narrator carrying out violence against the drug dealer who 
hooked his mother in a not-so-tall tale of the opiod crisis. Here lies one 
among many examples of Hammôs talent for writing a closing verse; po-
ems that begin bluntly end in beauty; those with little hint of trouble sound 
an alarm. 
Throughout ñThe Inheritance,ò Hamm kicks back against the goads he 

describes, fighting history anxiety and more to find peace as a family man. 
The title poem is a beautiful meditation on the restorative properties of 
love and fatherhood; perhaps the most moving passage in the entire book 
comes here, addressed to his wife: 
This is a story 
about how 
a cycle breaks 
about how you 
taught me 
there are better rivers 
in which we can 
drown 
our ancestorsô rage 
Hamm ends the book with a series of 14 photographs, Midwestern 

scenes which will look familiar to the regionôs residents, yet take on possi-
bility under Hammôs gaze. He sees the rich past, worn present and slim 
hopes for a future in objects that once served a purpose, that once signified 
something bigger than themselves. 
Everything within ñThe Inheritanceò has been wounded, but everything 

is a possible reclamation project. Hamm writes and portrays the hope with-
in the cracks in a way that we need to encounter over and over again.

The elders tell us to write what 

we know. Justin Hamm receives that 
advice with a silent nod, then deliv-
ers verses that suggest he has known 
the characters and subjects within 
then since before he was born. He 
knows them in his bones like a 
farmer knows the weather, in his 
flesh like a father knows his child, in 
his spirit like a priest knows the 
Lordôs Prayer. 
ñThe Inheritance,ò Hammôs latest 

collection, finds the Mid-Missouri 
poet and photographer more poign-
ant and pointed than heôs ever been 
on the page. Writing with an old 
manôs soul yet seeing with a young-
er manôs eyes, Hamm writes of the 
Midwest handed down to him with 
the sort of soulfulness and suspicion 
that can only reside down deep in 
the marrow. 
Hammôs inheritance, as he de-

scribes it here, is two-fold. More 
broadly, it is the Midwest with its 
sturdy and sundry cast of characters, 
people, places and things whose qui-
et goodness forms to function as 
scar tissue. Hamm sees their hidden 
wounds yet rejoices with them as 
they experience simple graces. 
Hamm expresses his knowledge 

as he reads the signs of unsettling in 
ñStorm, Rural Missouriò: 
Though the coming rain 
announces itself by rustling 
the distant corn, 
the barns remain immutable 
as weathered grey monks. 
In ñThe Carpenter,ò he also ob-

serves the ways years carve them-
selves into the grain of a man like 
tree rings, a man who has learned 
mathematics and violence, the need 

to tear down and build up. ñThis 
knowledge / too / lives quietly / in 
his hands,ò Hamm writes. 
He reads the minds of those who 

stayed long after their town shifted 
shape, who pine for an America that 
never really existed anywhere but 
their ideals and ñSometimes, in the 
good old films,ò as the poemôs title 
goes. 
They stare 
from tattered recliners 
through beer-blurred eyes 
down cinematic highways 
that seem to stretch on forever, 
much like unemployment. 
Hamm writes with a knowing 

eye, yet never judges these charac-
ters or casts their hopes as foolish. 
He understands why they remain in 
the car, even as they watch it run off 
the road, even as it comes to rest 
upside down. 
ñThis poem is for / those men,ò 

he concludes. ñAnd it comes with / a 
can of Coors.ò 
Much of the beauty of the book 

lies in Hammôs awareness of the 
rhythms of the region, of the kind 
yet relentless ways in which nature 
shapes reality, of how ñrain raps 
sideways against the siloò (ñI Will 
Tell You Where Iôve Beenò) and 
how even something as banal and 
soulless as someone watching reality 
TV can alter the atmosphere. 
ñIn the neighborsô window, / pink 

and green lights, / the Aurora Bore-
alis / of a television talent show / 
strobing in the darkness,ò Hamm 
writes in ñAfter the Argument.ò 
The more specific inheritance 

revealed in these standards is that of 
family ties, both fractured and beau-
tiful. Toward the end of the triptych 
ñOhio County, Kentucky, 1985,ò 
Hamm writes with the hindsight of 
one who can see through the people 
around him: 
I see the dead man 
out there on his mount 
I hear him speak 
the bodies of those 
dark birds 
I know the family 
secrets 
I know all of them 
ñSleeping in the Town of My

To be willing to test 
a new idea; to be able to live on the edge of differ-
ence in all matters intellectually; to examine without 
heat the burning question of the day; to have imagi-
native sympathy, openness and flexibility of mind, 
steadiness and poise of feeling, cool calmness of 
judgment, is to have culture.ò 

Arthur Rolph Fairchild (Rolph), 
who is three years old in this 
photo, was born February 25, 
1917 in Columbia. Rolph was the 
only child of A.H.R. and Anne. 
    Rolph graduated from the Uni-
versity of Missouri and received 
a masterôs degree in journalism 
from Columbia University in 
1942 before joining the Army 
where he served as a public in-
formation officer during World 
War II andðlaterðduring the 
Korean War. He was editor and 
executive editor of the Ontario 
Report, and then the Fremont 
Argus until 1971, at which time 
he was a member of the PG&Eôs 
San Francisco news bureau. 
     Rolph authored many articles 
on phonograph records and 
served on the editorial board of 
Jazz Records for 30 years. He 
and his wife opened a book and 
relic shop of Western Americana 
on Ghiarardelli Square in San 
Francisco. Rolph Fairchild died 

in 1978 at the age of 61.

Fairchildôs Literary Legacy

Arthur Henry Rolph (A.H.R.) Fairchild was a pro-
fessor of English at the University if Missouri (MU) 
from 1904 to 1946. Born in Toronto, 
Canada in 1875, he received a bach-
elor of arts degree from University 
of Toronto. He completed both his 
masterôs degree (1903) and doctoral 
degree (1904) at Yale University.  
He wrote several books during his 

42 years at MU, including The Mak-
ing of Poetry in 1912; The Teaching 
of Poetry in the High School in 
1914; Shakespeare and the Arts of 
Design in 1937, and contributed to 
several philosophy journals.  
While in Columbia, the Fairchilds 

lived at 708 Maryland Avenue and 
later at 10 South Glenwood. He and 
his wife, Anne Workman Fairchild 
(1882-1965), moved to La Jolla, Ca. 
in 1948, following his retirement, to 
be near their son Rolph Fairchild. 
A.H.R. Fairchild died in Ontario, 
California at the age of 92. 
A brief article that Professor 

Fairchild wrote on the cultured mind 
was quoted in newspapers for dec-
ades and is still relevant today. 
Fairchild stated, ñThe most distinc-
tive mark of a cultured mind is the ability to take an-
otherôs point of view; to put oneôs self in anotherôs 
place, and see life and its problems from a point of
